1. Brad Spinelli

Nail Can Race
Brad felt that the race ran well, and that numbers were good, being similar to last years field. Having the race back on the Sunday was successful, and will ensure that it remains on the same day as the run. 

It turned out that the short section of course with a B-line option ended up being faster than the A-line. This will be changed for next year to reward those that take the A-line.

The club will investigate ways to increase the bike races pre-race exposure, as we feel rather insignificant next the run. This does not need to be the case, and while we do not want to approach the run’s popularity, we feel it is a good opportunity to promote mountain biking and the club in a positive light.

There was a suggestion of different coloured numbers for those involved in the iron man event, so that competitors could identify fellow entrants.

The club will inquire as to the use and cost of transponders next year.

Driving Range Land

Department of Lands have proposed to allow the club use of a section of land contained within the old driving range. This includes the toilet block and main building and a strip of land that runs adjacent to Range road and joins onto Nail Can reserve. This will allow the club to utilize this land for car parking and as a staging area for future events by constructing a trail linking to existing trails in the reserve. 
This has taken five years of negotiation to reach this agreement, and currently we only have a 12 month proposed license which could be ended during the 12 month period. The building had power, water and septic, but all will need to be investigated as to their current viability. Licence is yet to be finalized.

Trail Work

Over the past three weekends trail working bees have been conducted. Most of the work has concentrated on erosion control, while there has also been some corner reinforcing. Lower sections of dirt luge require reinforcement. There will be more work days to come.
IMBA trail work shop held in Melbourne was attended by Ant and Lisa. There was an overwhelming amount of information communicated, although some not so relevant to the club as it focused on new trail area planning and construction. Otherwise a great two days, and will try to dilute all the information down to ten key points.

6 hr Enduro State Round
All planning is going well, there was an information banner posted on the MTB Voc website today. The course will be the MAC09 course to the top of No More Secrets, do not enter this trail but continue along the ridge track to the entrance of the Downhill course, down Glock and onto No More secrets, contour back across to the  dirt luge intersection, turn left onto horse and climb back to the top of No More Secrets, take this to dirt luge and complete MAC 09 course.

Online Entry

Uniform Order

Only three orders so far. Keep letting Bass know of any orders that are required, when critical number reached an order will be placed. It was felt that possibly not enough people knew that orders were open, and that the forum was not the ideal location for orders to be publicized. It was suggested that there be a section of the website that catered for uniform orders only. That way people could then navigate to the page, place an order when they required it, and wait until the critical amount was reached. This would avert members having to wait until an announcement was made regarding orders which they may miss anyway.

Twilight Race Reschedule?

Will the twilight race be rescheduled after it was cancelled due to the burn off? No, not as such as the calendar is too busy.  Although there was discussion around the need for three XC club champion races. There could be an option of making one of these races a 2 to 3 hour enduro event (in which a competitor would have ride solo to be considered in the club championships). 

The Big Ride Weekend

The ACC has asked the club to hold a short track criterium at Hovell Tree Reserve in late September as part of this annual event (obviously impressed by the MAC 10 short track race). The format of the event would be slightly different to previous years, in that the ACC would like a road race on the first weekend, and the short track mtn bike the following weekend, to avoid event conflict on the one weekend.
RFS Burn Off

There has been much forum discussion of this, but main points are

· We are disappointed there was no prior notice (as are residents and the ACC)

· We are disappointed there was no post fire clean up, or at least notification of the risks associated with entering the area.

· Should write a letter to the RFS? It was determined that no this would not be required, and that it would present the club in a negative light.

Will the Centaur Rd end of the Reserve be used again for racing. Judging by competitor and supporter feed back, the race that was held up there was very successful, and with out a doubt the area will be used again in the future.
