1. Downhill
Proposition to co-run a Victorian State Round Downhill event at Yakandandah in conjunction with the Beechworth Chain Gang.
Mark Sullivan and Tony Pincan attended an organising meeting in Melbourne. Mark has proposed that AW Mtn bikers help out the Chain Gang and take an equal share in the organising and running of the event. In lieu of running this event, the club would drop the downhill event from the MAC weekend to save Mark’s sanity and to avoid drawing on volunteers more than twice in the one year. It is expected that the club’s level of involvement beyond Mark’s time would be driving shuttles, marshalls, registration and catering. Possible dates weekend of the 16th of April. All in attendance felt that the it was a good opportunity for the club to be involved in this level of downhill event and agreed to support Mark in his endevours.
Early planning of the annual Albury downhill looks like the last weekend of October may be the ideal time. Dependant on the Mitta to Mt Beauty race, want to avoid clash.

2. Cross Country – Danny King
Victorian State Round, 6 hour Enduro 
This event was a resounding success. We had 225 entrants, which in comparison to other races within the series sits above the median, with other events attracting from 140 to 270 entries.
There has been no negative feed back yet, only complimentary comments. In particular participants were impressed with the condition and standard of the race track. It appears that the profit margin for the event will be between $3000 to $3500.

The event centre was a little rushed and the only aspect of the day that he thought needed major improvements.

The TV that was purchased for the event will be kept, and the club will attempt to utilize it in other ways in the future.

3. Land Access – Brad Spinelli and Anthony Cheesman 

Last week Brad and Ant attended an ACC public forum highlighting a future Plan of Management to encompass Reserve lands under council jurisdiction, of which the mountain bike race trails are a part of. Ant not sure how this new direction will affect the public and club use of the mountain bike area. However it will mean that there is an overarching management organisation with enforcement capabilities.

GHD have been contracted by the ACC to complete a Draft plan of Management. We will not know much before this is released, which is also when we will be able to potentially comment and hopefully influence the final plan.

The process may highlight to the ACC that there needs to be further mountain bike riding options in the local area, which Eastern and Huon Hills may be able to provide.

Driving Range License

It turned out the Department of Lands had issued dual licenses to use the driving range land, although our parcel was much smaller but included the existing structures of the old driving range. Understandably the existing licensee was very upset that we went in there and started cutting fences, building tracks and erecting a staging area without his knowledge. Warrick Hull from the DoL is investigating the legalities of issuing two licenses, he likes our use of the land, but for the moment we are to stay off the land until it can be sorted out.
