Jared Thurling – Trinity Anglican College Thurgoona.

· Jared who is a teacher at Trinity has noticed an absence of competitive school based mountain biking in this region and is proposing a regional interschool XC competition to be run in September this year. He is seeking the clubs assistance with course setting, general format advice and timing. All other organisation including most of the marshalling would be handled by the schools. He has come to us to determine whether the project is achievable, and whether we would like to be involved.
· We feel that we would need to provide a commissaire, 2 people for timing, and possibly 2 additional people on the day.
· Mark Norden volunteers as the doctor on site.
· Discussion follows regarding the cost to the competitors. It is felt that the club should not make any money from the event, and only charge the cost of the day license. Day licenses need to be signed by a parent, which need to be done prior to the day, thus eliminating on the day entry, all entries will have to be pre-entries, and distributed and collected by the schools involved.
· Does the club support this event, and do we want to be involved? All in attendance agree to both points.
· As Doug has previously been keen on running a similar event, Ant will contact him to discuss this opportunity.

Victorian State Enduro Round – Nail Can 6 hour.

· After much negotiation we have been informed that we will not be able to access the driving range land for this years race. We will need to use Range Rd for parking and drop off, and the flat bit of road in front of the water tank for transition. This is not ideal, however we have no other choice.
· Course will be the same as last year, but may include slingshot, making it close to 10km in length.
· Entries are open.
· Volunteers are required, see Grant Dean who is coordinating this.
· Russ Baker is booked in to run the timing, he will need 4 others to assist on the day. We need 8 marshals, parking attendants, a registration attendant at Pushies from 12-8 on Friday, track setting on Friday, and checking on Saturday.
· Mark Norden has worked on a media release which will be circulated tomorrow amongst 105.7, Border Mail, News Weekly, Prime News, Win News, Mountain Bike Australia, Rotoburn and the ACC.

Drug Foundation Grant - $1000.
